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Siamo tutti pedoni (We are all pedestrians) is a
italian communication campaign that combines
communication actions, in-depth activities and
field experiments that promote a new culture of
the street and the city, making the streets safer
and more liveable, arousing widespread
protagonism in favor of this civil enterprise. The
campaign also aims to emphasize the value of
walking not only for mobility but also for health,
the relationship and social cohesion, the
environment.

The national campaign for the safety of
vulnerable road users Siamo Tutti Pedoni is
promoted by Centro Antartide of Bologna and by
the national retired unions SPI Cgil, FNP Cisl
and UILP Uil with the patronage of: Chamber of
Deputies, Presidency of the Council of Ministers,
Ministry of Health, Conference of Regions and
Autonomous Provinces, Anci and Observatory
for road safety education of the Emilia-Romagna
Region.

Siamo tutti pedoni arrived in 2019 in its eleventh
edition involving more than 150 entities around
Italy (Municipalities, Public Agencies, NGO,
Transport Company, etc..). The campaign
usually takes place every year in the autumn
and winter period, the one during which the data
related to the safety of vulnerable users are
more alarming also due to the longer periods of
darkness that compromise visibility even in
urban centers.

The campaign Framework

In 2019 in Italy there was an increase in the
number of people who lost their lives while
walking on the roads by more than 5% - the
largest increase among all categories of road
users, with a total of 600 fatalities.

7,000 dead and over 200,000 injured in ten
years: these are the data of the accident
involving pedestrians in Italy. The image of what
happens in urban streets becomes even clearer
if you consider that 30% of pedestrians lose their
lives while crossing the crossings and over 50%
of the victims are over 65. An average of nearly
two deaths and thirty injured per day, an
indicator of accidents that this year records a
positive decline and deaths but an increase in
those injured, thus giving us a trend with lights
and shadows that requires new efforts.

The dissemination of an in-depth publication and
advice has characterized the campaign since
the first edition, involving numerous testimonals
(real ïVIPs- and fantasy ïCOMICS) over the
years.

Alongside this material (web site, social network,
radio and tv, etcé), awareness-raising events
and appointments, workshops, conferences and
other activities have accompanied the
development of Siamo Tutti Pedoni, which also
includes an experimental work on the territory of
tactical urban planning actions and
experimentation of rethinking mobility in urban
centers.

The vision

Siamo tutti pedoni works in this scenario with the
aim of broadening our gaze in addressing the
issues of pedestrian safety and other vulnerable
road users: in fact, to ensure the healthy
development of our communities, it is necessary
to change cities. Today they are designed and
structured around the prevalent use of private
cars and we must regenerate them with new
visions and infrastructures that encourage and
facilitate travel on foot or by bicycle and
therefore by public transport.

It is also necessary to rediscover and enhance
community life in public spaces. Creating the
conditions to live safely in the streets and
gardens has an impact on collective health: from
the reduction of deaths and injuries on the
roads, to the reduction of air pollution, to the
reduction of health risks also due to a sedentary
lifestyle, to the development of a neighborhood
economy. It is time to move from "safe cities" to
"livable and wellness cities".

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From road safety to the city of relationship
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Siamo tutti pedoni is also a network of
pedestrian friendly cities to which dozens of
municipalities throughout Italy have joined,
which are committed to working, through
educational, training and infrastructural policies,
to create a vision of a city that puts mobility at
the center, safe and pleasant for pedestrians
and cyclists.

Key elements

The main elements that characterize the
campaign and have sanctioned its success are:

- the protagonism of the Retired Unions that
have carried out a long and profound cultural
work on their members who represented the age
group most involved in pedestrian accidents

- the protagonism of local actors (Municipalities,
Associations, etc ...) who decline the campaign
based on the context and territorial priorities

- the combination of communication tools,
education and information tools, local
experimental actions to support local authorities
for the development of urban walkability and
road safety policies
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
